I (JB) have noticed this problem when formatting Word documents and
am delighted with this fix.

FractionalBoldPatch: Patches a bug in MacOS 8.5

If fractional character width is enabled, bold face type is displayed with extra white space. This
looks rather odd and breaks WYSIWYG when printing. FractionalBoldPatch corrects the bug
without any major impact on system performance and appearance. Since this symptom was
introduced with MacOS 8.5, the patch need not to be used for previous MacOS releases.

Effects with fractional character widths enabled, without and without the patch are illustrated below:

To install, unpack it
and then drag the extension onto your System Folder; it will be put inside the System Extension
Folder. Restart the computer after installation.
